What is Private Equity?

Private equity is a broad term that commonly refers to any
type of equity investment in an asset in which the equity is
not freely tradable on a public stock market. More accu-
rately, private equity refers to the manner in which the funds
have been raised, namely on the private markets, as op-
posed to the public markets. Private equity firms were com-
monly misunderstood to invest in assets which were not in the
public market. However this is not necessarily the case---
larger private equity firms such as KKR and Blackstone invest
in companies listed on public exchanges and take them pri-
vate. Passive institutional investors may invest in private eq-
uity funds, which are in turn used by private equity firms for
investment in target companies. Categories of private equity
investment include leveraged buyout, venture capital,
growth capital, angel investing, mezzanine capital and oth-
ers. Private equity funds typically control management of
the companies in which they invest, and often bring in new
management teams that focus on making the company more
valuable. As they are not listed on an exchange, a private
equity firm owning such securities must find a buyer in the
absence of a traditional marketplace such as a stock ex-
change. The "exit" or "selling out" is often achieved by way
of an initial public offering (IPO), i.e. floating the company
on a stock exchange, trade sale or secondary /tertiary buy-

Emerging technology—RFID

Radio-frequency identification (RFID) is an automatic identification
method, relying on storing and remotely retrieving data using de-
vices called RFID tags or transponders. An RFID tag is an object
that can be attached to or incorporated into a product, animal, or
person for the purpose of identification using radio waves. Most
RFID tags contain at least two parts. One is an integrated circuit for
storing and processing information, modulating and demodulating
a radio frequency (RF) signal and perhaps other specialized func-
tions. The second is an antenna for receiving and transmitting the
signal. An emerging technology called chipless RFID allows for dis-
crete identification of tags without an integrated circuit, thereby
allowing tags to be printed directly onto assets at lower cost than
traditional tags.
